Professor Tooley taught and
researched at other universities in
Canada, South Africa and England,
including the University of Oxford. His
first job was as a mathematics high
school teacher in Zimbabwe.

Fisher Memorial Award from the Atlas
Foundation, naming it the best policy
book of the past two years.
